In 1924, the Kowloon Branch of

Wah Yan College was established with
an initial enrolment of 24 students and
subsequently became one of the

first Grant-in-Aid schools managed

by Chinese.

In 1946, the management was
handed over to the care of the

Society of Jesus.

Fledgling from the Portland Street,
Nelson Street and Austin Road

Wah Yan College, Kowloon never

In 1952, when our new campus
was officially opened by the then
Governor, Sir Grantham, we have
ever since stood tall and strong,
and remained firm and poised at
56 Waterloo Road.
